They had 
to sing it twice and the second time they 
had to add in improvisation and scat.
 Since Philip made it, he will get 
to go to a week’s worth of practice in the 
summer to perform with the other 17 indi-
viduals that made it from across Iowa in a 
concert in Mason City.
 When asked if he was happy 
he made it and why he tried out, he re-
sponded,” What do you think? Of course 
I’m very happy.  This is a huge accom-
plishment.  I tried out because I wanted to 
and wasn’t forced into trying out, I wanted 
to.”
