Neal John-
son, Jorge Ramirez, and Jeremy Dircks
each achieved six tackles and Brian Sibel
and Jacob Bawek each made five tackles.
Brian Wegmann also made five tackles at
the game and made one fumble recovery.
Nordmann had four tackles and one inter-
ception and Humpal made three tackles
that evening. Casey Lechtenberg made two
tackles against Solon and Pete Ries, Philip
Roling, and Jake Norlin each succeeded in
one tackle. Mohr also had one interception
at the game.

“We are developing into a very
good football team,” remarked Coach
Drew. “That said, we have to play one
game at a time, continue to improve, and
keep ourselves in a position to win the dis-
trict championship.”
